Access Statement for Ring Common View
Introduction

Holiday letting flat on the first floor of a Grade II listed Georgian house within Marlborough Buildings, a row of terraced houses situated adjacent to the Royal Crescent and overlooking Ring Common Paddock. 

Pre-Arrival

· Details of the property can be obtained via the website

· The flat is in one of the most sought after neighborhoods in Bath, a five minute walk to the city center.  
· Zoned parking is available right outside the flat on Marlborough Buildings for which a permit can be obtained.  
· Charlotte Street car park is 5 minutes walk away
· Bath Spa Railway Station is about 15 minutes walk away.  
· The Park and Ride bus stop is about 10 minutes’ walk away.  

· Taxis are available at most times from the station (~£5) or by pre-booking.

· We have no provision for collection.

· There are no mobility services in Bath.

· The closest Radar toilets are at Charlotte Street Car Park.

· Basic groceries can be provided prior to arrival on request.  

Arrival and Car Parking Facilities

· Drop off and unloading is possible right outside the property, and permit parking is available, by prior arrangement, in Zone 7 which runs from Marlborough Buildings up into St James Square.

· 24 hour parking is available in the Charlotte Street Car Park.  There are many spaces (barrier pay and display).  At peak periods (for example at Christmas and when Bath Rugby is playing at home), the car park may be full.

· There are no allocated disabled spaces on the road outside the flat.

· Access to the building in which the flat is situated is via a raised kerb.  There is no dropped kerb on the road outside the flat. The pavement is lit by street lights.  There is no handrail.

· The road, Marlborough Buildings, is on a hill which does level out as one approaches Building 25, in which the flat is situated.  

· There is no porterage but there is an intercom connecting the flat with the road outside.

Main Entrance and Reception

· There is one step up to gain entry into the building through the front door.  This leads into a communal tiled hallway.  The hallway and staircase are lit by timed button switches.  There is one switch just inside the front door and a second switch at the bottom of the stairs.

· The flat is on the first floor accessed by a carpeted staircase with a banister (about 20 steps).  There is a small landing with a sofa three quarters of the way up the stairs.    

· Once at the front door to the flat there are no further steps to gain entry,

· Carpeted flooring.

· Light switches are at door, separate switch for bedside lamps
· Bedroom has one double (Queen) bed, 2 bedside cabinets, dressing table and mirror. Built in wardrobe with rails and shelving.
· Underfloor heating – control inside door.
Bathroom

· Leads off inner hall.  

· Full Bath with inbuilt overhead shower and glass screen, toilet and basin.

· Fully tiled walls and floor.

· Lighting via pull switch inside door.
· Underfloor heating – control in hall.
· Heated towel rail – switch in hall

Utility cupboard
· Leads off inner hall
· Vacuum cleaner, iron and ironing board, brush & pan, small step ladder.

Living room

· Leads off inner hall
· Carpeted

· 2 sofas (one sofabed), 2 occasional tables, dining table with 4 chairs.

· Light switches at door.  Switches have dimmers to adjust brightness of lighting in the room. Separate lighting circuit for table lamps.
Self-Catering Kitchen

· Galley kitchen accessed off living room.

· Tiled floor.

· Granite work tops.
· Gas Hob with electric cooker hood and electric eye level oven.
· Built in Microwave
· Full size fridge/freezer.

· Dishwasher

· Crockery and glassware in eye level cupboards.
· Pans in under-counter cupboards and drawers
· Lighting via wall switches as enter kitchen, along with fused switches for appliances.
· Folding step in drawer (for high level shelves)
