Access Template – Garden Flat, 4 Vane Street, Bath

Introduction 

Very large split level 1 bedroom holiday letting flat with front and rear court yard.  In the basement of a Georgian town house with mezzanine level, located on Vane Street off the famous Great Pulteney Street. 


Pre-Arrival 


· Details of the property can be obtained via www.bathholidayrentals.com 
· The flat is a 5 minute level walk from the centre of Bath 
· A parking permit is available for parking anywhere within Zone one and there is plenty of street parking all around the flat
· Bath Spa Railway Station is about 10-15 minutes level walk away from which it takes just 15 minutes to get to Bristol Temple Meads and 1hour 30 minutes on a direct train to London Paddington
· Bristol airport has a shuttle bus to the airport (Bristol Flyer) which runs every day except Christmas running every 10 minutes at peak times. You can book this online in advance at http://flyer.bristolairport.co.uk or purchase at the time of travel
· The Park and Ride bus stop is about 10 minutes walk away on Milsom Street 
· Taxis are available at most times from the station and Abbey Taxis’ office is about a couple of minutes walk away on South Parade off Manvers Street.  To pre-book, call them on +44(0)1225 444444. We have no provision for collection
· Shopmobility is open to anyone with limited mobility, whether temporary or permanent and regardless of age or disability. The service can be used in and around the city centre whether for shopping, entertainment or business purposes.   Shopmobility is located on 7-9 Lower Borough Walls and their telephone number is 01225 481744  
· The closest Radar toilets are in the Podium Shopping Center which is 5-10 minute walk away
· Basic groceries can be provided prior to arrival on request 
· The flat has broadband wireless email and the code will be provided on arrival
Arrival & Car Parking Facilities 
· A parking permit is available for parking anywhere within Zone one and there is plenty of street parking (permit and meter) all around the flat. Vane Street itself is a very wide street
· The property has its own entrance via stone 15 steps and there is a handrail. The steps are not that wide but there is an alternative entrance to the flat via the main entrance to the town house at the end of the ground floor
· There are sensor lights at the front of the property as well as lights at the back of the property which are activated via a switch in the rear utility
· The town centre is a 5-10 minute level walk from the property along Great Pulteney Street and over Pulteney Bridge

Main Entrance, Reception & Ticketing Area 


· There are two entrances. It has its own entrance which can be accessed via stone 15 steps with a handrail. There is an alternative entrance to the flat via the main entrance to the town house at the end of the ground floor. This enters the flat by the bathroom on the mezzanine level and there are 17 wider and shallower steps down to the main flat
· A wooden and iron bench is located at the bottom of the steps in the front courtyard

· The hallway light is just inside the inner door and lights for the internal staircase located just above the bookcase in the hallway.
Public Areas - Hall, Stairs, Landing, Corridors etc

· The entrance hallway to the kitchen has stone tiles and the hallway to the main house is wood laminate flooring leading to carpeted stairs up to the bathroom on the mezzanine level and entrance to the main house
· Stairs have handrails 
Public Areas - Sitting room, lounges, lobbies etc 

· The lounge and dining room is located on the ground floor of the property next to the bedroom and looks onto the front courtyard
· There is a double sofa, 2 material armchairs, occasional table, oak coffee table, extendable oak dining table with 4 matching chairs, sideboard unit, TV unit with 32” flat screen TV and DVD player
· Lighting switch at both doors with dimmer facility to adjust brightness of lighting on the room
· 2 additional lamps (1 x standard, 1 x table)
· 2 large sash windows with blinds
· On the landing by the bathroom on the first floor, there are 10 coat hooks
